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Mercenaries – the use of mercenaries was common.  ¼ to 2/3 of the troops were foreigners.  Over 450,000 Irish served in the French army between 1681-1745.  Swiss mercenaries were used a lot.  In general troops were degraded and miserable, and savage punishments were usual in all armies.

Army Size – New spirit said that armies had to bring all of their own supplies.  So, no matter what size of the country army was only about 25-30,000 allowing the smaller countries to “play” too.

Methods of Fighting – Campaign only in summer.  One of the Prime functions of the officer was to prevent desertion of their mistreated men.  They dodged one another and then marched off for winter.  Officers were exclusively from the nobility.

War of the Spanish Succession – 1701-1714   King Carlos II died and left land to grandson of Louis XIV.  Habsburg H.R.E. Leopold challenged.  England, Holland, and the H.R.E. vs. France.  English general Duke of Marlborough joined with Habsburg commander Prince of Eugene of Savoy.  At the peace Philip was king of Spain, but he would never unite with France.  Austrian Habsburgs get Spanish Netherlands, Naples, Sardinia, and Milan.  French lost a lot of colonies like Nova Scotia, English got Gibraltar and Asicento. 

War of Jenkin’s Ear – 1739 over dispute of British trade with Spanish colonies.  Sea captains smuggled goods, in 1738 Spanish captured a ship and the Captains ear was cut off.  Jenkins brought ear to House of Commons.  France supported Spain.  Merged with Austrian Succession.

War of the Austrian Succession – 1740 Maria Theresa gets Habsburgs lands.  Frederick the Great of Prussia takes Silesia.  War is out.  Prussia, France, Spain, Bavaria, Saxony vs. Austria, England, and the Netherlands.  1742 Prussians had Silesia by Austrian recognition.  1745 conquest again recognized.  1748 Peace of Aix-la-Chapelle.

Diplomatic Revolution 1756 – Frederick allied with England.  Austria allied with French.  Russia joined Fr. Austria alliance.  Engineered by Austrian Chancellor Prince Wenzel von Kaunitz.

7 Years War – 1756-1763 Prussia invades Saxony.  Alliance of Austria, France, Russia, and Saxony defeats it.  British help w/ financial aid for Prussia.  1763 alliance fell as Russia had new ruler, Peter III who liked Frederick.  Known as Miracle of the House of Brandenburg.  France and Spain fought against England in French and Indian War.  The Black Hole of Calcutta was when princely ruler of Bengal, ally of France, imprisoned 146 British captives in a small room and in morning only 23 survived.  William Pitt the Elder (1708-1778) became a good leader.  India, Robert Clive defeated French in Battle of Plassey 1757.  In West Indies they got French Sugar islands.  In North America they took fortress of Louisburg.  In 1759 General James Wolfe and French commander Lt. General Montcalm were killed in the battle of Quebec.  Treaty of Paris 1763 British got French Canada and land between Appalachian Mountains and the Mississippi.  India they got complete dominance.  Spain lost Florida to them.  Spanish got Louisiana from France.

Turkish Wars – 1769-1774 Russia vs. Ottomans Treaty of Kuchuk Kainarji, Russia got a lot of Ottoman lands on the north coast of the Black Sea.  Full access to the Turkish straits joining the Black and Aegean Sea.  Then Russia got all of the land on the Black Sea.  Throught 18th and 19th centuryies they fought.

American Revolution – 1775-1783.  Colonists objected to new taxes levied by the British and to Britain’s Mercantilist policies.  Americans had George Washington.  He refused to be paid by the Continental Congress asking only that his private expenses be paid.  The British recognized the independence at the end of war.  Tobago and Senegal to France, Spain got Florida and Minorca.

Partitions of Poland – 1763 Catherine the Great, Empress of Russia, got Polish throne to her lover Stanislaus Poniatowski.  To stop Russians from more control Frederick said divide.  1772 was first where Austria, Russia, and Prussia got ½ while 1/3 of the territories.  1792 was second, Russia and Prussia got more.  Poles revolted by Thaddeus Kosciuszko and so in 1795 the three came back and got the rest.  
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Rural and local communities – In Europe it was not an extended family like the norm was in Africa and Asia.  The advent of industrialization and urbanization made a move towards nuclear families.

Family Life

Marriage – In 17th and 18th century people married late.  Marriage around 27 or older.  Some never married at all.  Couples normally could not marry until they could support themselves economically.  Some needed legal or tacit approval of local lord or landowner.

Servantsu – girls had a rough time finding jobs and so they would occasionally be sent away from home to be servants.  Sometimes the wages went directly to the parents.  No laws to limit exploitation.  Some had beatings and such.  
Sexual Mores – 33 percent were conceived before the couple was married.  Low rates of illegitimate births and large numbers of pregnant brides.  Parents, village elders, indignant priests, and landlords probably played a part.  People would be publicly embarrassed if they had done such without marriage.  In second half of 18th “illegitimacy explosion” small towns and villages less but cities more.  Less men married the pregnant women.

Treatment of Children – The church taught to not become attached to children because they may die.  Many died before the age of 9.  Many died of dehydration because of diarrhea.  Breast-feeding was for the common and it lasted longer than today’s.  It decreased the likelihood of another child soon.  Wet nurses were used for rich folks.  If the child turned out poorly, it was said to be the nurse’s fault because supposedly the milk was the source.  According to the mother of John Wesley it was “to conquer the will, and bring them to an obedient temper.”

Rosseau’s Emile – Jean-Jacques Rousseau in his treatise Emile wanted greater love, tenderness, and understanding toward children.  Previously people had more interest in the diseases of the horse than of his children.  Strict physical discipline and indifference was used before.

Infanticide/ Foundling hospitals / Infant and Child Mortality – when there were too many to feed, infanticide was common.  Jewish law denounced it as a pagan practice and that every human life was sacred.  “Overlaying” was suffocating the child between them in their bed after claiming to be drunk.  In 1784 in Austria it was illegal to take a child under 5 with you into bed.  In Notre Dame in Paris Saint Vincent de Paul established a home for foundlings since so many babies would be left on the stairs of churches.  By 1770s one-third of all babies born in Paris were abandoned immediately.  90 percent did not survive in foundling homes, they would be victim to neglect unintentional and intentional of wet nurses, and the childhood illnesses.  Some called foundlings legalized infanticide. 

Education (elite Jesuit schools)—aristocracy and rich led way in 16th century with special colleges run by Jesuits.  Protestant and Catholic reformers pushed reading as a means of instilling their teachings more effectively.  Literacy was highest among borders because those were the areas targeted.

Prussia & Universal Education – Inspired by the old Protestant idea that every believer should be able to read and interpret the Bible in the quest for personal salvation and by the new idea of a population capable of effectively serving the state.  1717 Prussia made attendance at elementary schools compulsory.  1774 Maria Theresa established a general system of elementary education that called for compulsory education and a school in every community.

Literacy Rates/ Books and Popular Literature – 1600 one in six barely literate in France and Scotland and one in four in England.  1800 nine out of ten in Scotland.  2 of 3 in France and more than half of English males.  Major philosophical works of the Enlightenment had little impact on peasants and workers.  Chapbooks or short pamphlets were the popular reading.  Entertaining was the second, such as fairy tales, medieval romances, fictionalized history, and fantastic adventures.  Almanacs were also important.

Food and Medicine – Grain was the staple.  Bread was staff of life.  In France 2 pounds a day.  Peasants believed in “just price.”  Prices should be “fair” protecting both consumers and producers and imposed by government decree if necessary.  Later 18th there was the idea of free-market phosophy of unregulated supply and demand, favored by government officials, large landowners, and economists led by Adam Smith.  In years of poor harvests there were high prices, and so riots and such.  Vegetables were poor people’s food.  Population surged in 16th century and meat became more expensive.  Nobles and large landowners could only kill for food.  Milk was rarely drunk for it caused sore eyes, headaches, and other ills except in young and old.    Fruits and vegetables not at rich’s table.  Overdrinking among rich was common.
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Baroque Style – more exuberant and flamboyant than the classical models and the Renaissance style.  Context of the Catholic Church.  Explanation of Absolutism.  Ecstasy of St. Theresa by Bernini in the church of Santa Maria della Vittoria in Rome. Gesu.  Christopher Wren designed St. Paul’s.  Versailles with some Baroque proportions.  1715 Peter the Great began the palace at Peterhof.  Giovanni Lorenzo Bernini (1598-1680) architect of St. Peter’s basilica in Rome.

Rococo – Compared to baroque it was even lighter and more ornate.  Austria and southern Geremany many churches.  Maria Theresa’s Schonbrunn palace and Frederick the Great’s Sans Souci.  Failed to produce single master.  Sharp contrast between fluffy, fantastic Rococo style in France and the simple nationalistic style in England.  In France because of the style’s resemblance to the frivolous decorative shell, leaf and scroll designs found.  Styles changed with Louis XIV’s request for lighthearted works and turned away from strict classicism.

Flemish Painting – Rubens & Van Dyck – Van Dyck was the pupil.  Classiscal themes with a dramatic use of color.  They are known for portraits of aristocrats and rulers. Flemish paiters specialized in royalty and aristocracy.  Rembrandt van Rijn (1606-1669) painted over 100 self-portraits and The Anatomy Lesson of Dr. Tulp and The Night Watch are his famous ones.  Vermeer had View of Delft and Frans Hals had individual and group portraits.

French Artists – Watteau – 1684-1721 leading rococo artist, painting delicate fantasies.  Fete Champetre 1717-1718 and A Pilgrimage to Cythera 1717.

Boucher – 1703-1770 a rococo painter cousin of grandmother of Jacques Louis David.  Scenes from classical mythology, pastoral scenes and nudes.  Decadence of Louis XV.   Hercules and Omphale 1730-40, Triumph of Venus 1740, and Nude Girl 1752.

Nicholas Poussin – 1594-1665 leading French Baroque of 17th century.

Jean Honore Fragonard – 1732-1806 student of Boucher.  Court painter of portraits and landscapes to decorate lazy life of French nobility.  The Progress of Love, The Progress of Love, Love Letters 1771-73 and The Surprise 1771-72.

Jacque Louis David 1748-1825– neoclassical art.  Importance of free citizens in society.  Official artist of French Revolution.  Parades sets, medals.  Include images from Classical Antiquity to express new political ideas.  Oath of the Horatii (1784-5) Death of Marat 1793andCoronation of Napoleon and Josephine 1805-7

English Art (Reynolds, Gainsborough, Hogarth) – Sir Joshua Reynolds (1723-1792) with over 2,000 historical paintings and portraits.  Helped found Roayl Academy 1768.  Discourses on Classicism and art theory.  George Clive and his Family 1766 and Lady Sarah Bunbury Sacrificing to the Graces.  Gainsborough had Blue Boy, Mr. and Mrs. Andrews (1750) and Market Cart 1787.  Hogarth 1697-1764.  Founder of the new English school of painting.  Witty sarcastic sensibility and critical.  Portraits and cycles of English social circles.  A Rake’s Progress: The Mad House Scene 1735, Marriage A La Mode 1743-45.  

Spanish Art – Velazquez – -- 1599-1660.  Court painter of King Philip IV of Spain.  Dwarfs and buffoons too.

Music – promoted opera.  Claudio Monteverdi 1567-1643 one of 1st major operatic composers.  Orfeo for Duke of Milan.  Italian Alessandro Scarlatti (1660-1725), Englishmen Henry Purcell, and Frenchmen Baptiste Lully (1632-1687).  Johann Sebastian Bach (1685-1750) and George Frederick Handel (1685-1759).  Saxony origins.  Handel lived in London for most of life.  Bach wrote religious and secular.  St. Matthew Passion, Mass in B Minor, and Brandenburg Concertos.  Handel had almost 50 operas and developed the oratorio.  The Messiah in Dublin in 1742.  Water Music and Music for the Royal Fireworks.  Franz Joseph Haydn (1732-1809) wrote over string quartets and sonatas and symphonies.  Surprise Symphony and Clock Symmphony.  Austrian national anthem.  Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart (1756-1791) Father Leopold was court musician for Prince-Archbishop of Salzburg.  41 symphonies, over 40 concertos, and many operas like The Marriage of Figaro, Don Giovanni, and The Magic Flute.  Requiem was finished by another composer.

Literature.
French: Pierre Corneille – 1606-1684 Jean Racine (1639-1699) classical tradition.  Tragic dramas in style of Greek tragedy.  Le Cid for Corenille.

Moliere (1622-1673) comedy and satire.  Tartuffe, Le Misanthrope, and Les Femmes Savantes.

Mme de Sevigne (1626-1696) Duke of Saint-Simon (1675-1755)Madame wrote 1500 leters describing Parisian society.  Duke wrote memoirs of his life at Court of Versailles.

Voltaire (1694-1778) Jean Jacques Rousseau – 1712-1778.  Voltaire’s Candide attacked superstition, religious persecution, war, and an uncritical optimism.  Rousseau got Emile which is part treatise and novel.  Story has two heories.  Rousseau the teacher and Emile his pupil.  Direct experience rather than books. Not forced to read books at young age nor severe discipline.

English: Milton – 1608-1674.  Puritan poet.  17th century.  Paradise Lost based on biblical tradition of Satan’s revolt against God and the fall of Adam and Eve.

Dryden – 1631-1700

Pope 1688-1744
Defoe 1659-1731. Robison Crusoe surivingon a desert island while maintaining human integrity.  Moll Flanders tale of London prostitute and thief.

Swift – 1667-1745.  Gulliver’s Travels.  Political and social satire.  A Modest Proposal suggested cannibalism as one of the solutions of Irish problem warranted attacks.

Fielding – 1707-1754.  Novelist and dramatist.  Tom Jones.  Wild adventures of its founding hero.

Germans: Johann Wolfgang von Goethe – Faust.

Schiller – 1759-1805.  Him and above had sense of Romanticism.  Human freedom against tyranny.  William Tell, Swiss fighter for freedom, Mary, Queen of Scots, Joan of Arc, Wallenstein, a great general of the 30 years War.

Johann Sebastian Bach – 1685-1750.  Self-taught.  Lutheran.  Obsessed with idea of death.  Twice married, father of 20.  Ordinarily wrote to fill a specific need.  Became cantor in Leipzig and disposed all of his predecessor’s music.  Particular about excellence, sloppy musicianship drove him crazy.  At war with the twon council of Leipzig.  Needed money for people of his choirs.  Baroque music was exuberant, complex, and decorative.  The Art of the Fugue, The Brandenburg Concertos, The St. Matthew Passion.  Sons had prosperous careers.  Wilhelm Friedemann (1710-1784), Carl Philip Emmanuel Bach (1714-1788) court of Frederick the Great for 26 years, Johann Christoph Bach (1732-1795) lived in Buckeberg and Johann Christian Bach(1735-1782) “London Bach” mentor to young Mozart when he went to London.
George W. Frideric Handel – 1685-1759.  Born in Halle.  Musical duel with Domenico Scarlatti and Arcangelo Corelli.  1710 went to Hanover as court musician to the Elector of the state.  Composed Rinaldo.  1712 stayed in London.  Composed Water Music for the king in 1717.  Teseo 1712, Giulio Cesare 1724.  Castratos were best singers.  Castrated males.  Famed castrato Bannieri died at 102.  Oratorio.  Composed 20 of these, The Messiah in 1741.  Blind in 1752.  Died in 1759.
