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Congress of Vienna – 1814-1815.  All states sent.  Talleyrand, Castlereagh, Metternich.  Restore “liberties of Europe.”  “universal monarchy” offset by forces, transfer of territory and “souls.”  Netherlands returned added Belgium, extinct in 1795, came back with house of Orange.  Italian kingdom of Piedmont restored and incorporated with republic of Genoa which extinct in 1797.  Left Bank of Rhine to Prussia.  In Italy Austrians installed, took Tuscany and Milanese, now included Lombardo-Venetian kingdom.  Restoration of pope in papal states and former rulers of smaller duchies.  Bourbons in Spain, Braganzas in Portugal.  King of England now king of Hanover.  Issued declaration against Atlantic slave trade, which wasn’t regulated.  At the draft of Final Act Napoleon came back.  

The Holy Alliance—presented by Alexander.  All monarchs were to sign, a statement by which they promised to uphold Christian principles of charity and peace.  Pope, sultan, and prince regent of Great Britain did not sign.  Became sign against liberty and progress.

Quadruple Alliance – bound to enforce or amend the terms of the peace treaty by international action.

Tsar Alexander I

Polish-Saxon Question – Napoleon had made Grand Duchy of Warsaw.  Alexander wanted to undo partitions.  He wanted to be constitutional king.  With that Prussia would have to give up lands, but they were willing only if they received Saxony since king of Saxony was last to abandon Napoleon.  Then secret treaty on January 3 1815 between Castlereagh, Metternich, and Talleyrand said war against Russia and Prussia if necessary.  Then compromise with reduced Polish Kingdom called Congress Poland, Alexander king, gave constitution.  Prussia got 2/5 of Saxony.  
The 100 Days – March 1, 1815.  Emigres came with him.  Ended at battle of Waterloo, Wellington beating  him.  Exiled to St. Helena.  In “second” Treaty of Paris, minor changes of frontiers, indemnity of 700,000,000 francs.

Metternich – helped Napoleon’s brother in law Murat stay in power of Kingdom of Naples.

Congress Poland – see Polish-Saxon Question
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Concert of Europe – effort of great powers to resolve international issues by consultation and agreement.  Shown through Holy Alliance and Quadruple Alliance.

Congress of Aix-La-Chapelle – 1818 members of Quadruple Alliance, France paid back so now occupation gone.  Now part of Alliance and so Quintuple Alliance.  Tsar Alexander I proposed to help existing government s and frontiers, British reject (Castelreagh.)

Spain & the Two Sicilies – early 1820 revolution in Spain, King Ferdinand VII rule in accordance with the liberal constitution of 1812.  July 1820 revolution in Kingdom of Two Sicilies.  King Ferdinand accept constitution.  Congresses of Troppau and Laibach in 1820-21 talked of revolutions.  Protocol of Troppau, Russia, Prussia, and Austria say to intervene to oppose revolutions.  British reject.  Widened at Congress of Laibach where Austria authorized to suppress revolution in Kingdom of Two Sicilies which was done in 1821.

Congress of Verona – 1822 auhtorized France to intevene in Spain.  King Ferdinand VII re-establish power.  

“Clemency” Canning – George Canning, British foreign secretary in 1822 continued non-intervention policy.  Britain withdraw from alliance.

Monroe Doctrine – December 1823.  opposition to intervention.  British endorsed and granted formal diplomatic recognition to the new Latin American republics.  Opposed because principle and they didn’t want interference in Latin America.

Greek Independence – 1821 revolution.  Almost suppressed in 1825 by the Turks.  G.B., France, Russia in treaty of London of 1827 to demand Ottoman’s recognize Greek independence.  Defeated the Turkish and Egyptian forces at Navarino in October 1827.

Belgian Independence/ Russian Reaction – August, 1830 revolt against Dutch.  November declare independence, liberal constitution adopted in 1831.  German prince, Leopold of Saxe Coburg was made king.  1839 Netherlands recognizes independence.  Convention of 1839 powers agree to guarantee Belgian neutrality.  Russia in 1828 declared war on Turkey.  Controlled Danubian provinces of Moldavia and Wallachia.  Treaty of Adrianople, Danubian provinces and Serbia gain autonomy.  Russia got mouth of Danube and eastern coast of the Black Sea.  France, Russia, and GB allowed to determine future of Greece.  Treaty of London 1830 Greek Independence.  1832 Prince Otto Bavaria king of Greece.
