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Risorgimento – The Italian unification movement.  In 1848-1849 the Austrians left only one liberal state after the suppression.  Piedmont was left.  

Mazzini – republican and democrat, mass movement uniting all regions and all classes.  

Found in 1832 the “Young Italy” society.  Limited to patriots under forty it was to incite anti-Austrian and anti-absolutist uprisings and help created united Italian republic. In 1848-49 the republics it helped were gone.  

Linked to “Young Europe” group, which he founded two years later with branches among Swiss, Germans, Poles and other nationalities to promote democratic, republican, and national ideals in the rest of Europe.

Garibaldi – seized Sicily and Naples in 1860.  

Cavour – Constitutional monarchy, believed in industrialism and free trade.  Previous he had spent 17 years on his father’s estate.

1847 founded Il Risorgimento (Renaissance)

1850 entered Piedmontese cabinet and two years later took Prime Minister.

1859 Secret meeting with Napoleon III in July 1858 obtained military assistance against Austria for Nice and Savoy.

Battles at Magenta and Solferino in June.  Austria cedes Lombardy to Piedmont.

1859 uprisings in Parma, Modena, Tuscany, and northern regions of Papal Domain, then plebiscite then merged with Piedmont.

Venetia in 1866 and Rome in 1871.  

Pope Pius IX – 1846 liberal elected.  Failed to support anti-Austrian rebels in Italy, so he fled because nationalist enraged.(1848).  Returned in 1850.  Opposed risorgimento.  1870 Church lost its lands.  

Syllabus of Errors -- 1864 issued Quanta Cura and Syllabus errorum, condemned rationalism, liberal economics, socialism, liberty of conscience, popular sovereignty, and secularism.

Vatican Council I – first since Council of Trent.  Papal Infallibility.  

Pope Leo XIII – pope from 1878-1903.  He was more moderate and thus more liked by secular governments.  Rerum Novarum may 18 1891.  anti socialism.  rejected Anglicanism.  made many new religious orders

Grossdeustch Movement – wanted to unite all German-speaking lands including Austria under Hapsburg leadership.  “Great German” Austrians liked.

Kleindeutsch Movement – “Little German” wanted Prussia to lead and Austria to be excluded from unified German state.  Prussians triumphed.

Otto von Bismarck – from Pomeranian Junkers.  William I ran trouble with Landtag so Bismarck received invitation to take charge of government.  He was previously Prussian ambassador to Napoleon III.  

Dissolved Landtag.  1862 introduced new taxes.  

1864 Prussia and Austria in war against Denmark for Schleswig-Holstein. 

Austro-Prussian War of 1866.  Over administration of Schleswig-Holstein.  Battle of Koniggratz in July 1866 Prussia beat Austria.  

Then National Liberal Party allied with Bismarck.  Other was old Progressive party.  

Used insult to get French to declare war on Prussia.    

1871 king of Prussia proclaimed German emperor.  

Austria-Hungary – Divided because of the many groups : Magyars, Slavs, Slovaks, etc.  and religion. Franz Josef was leader.  He consented in 1861 to establishment of an imperial House of Deputies or reichsrat.  Elected indirectly by regional Diets, Diets elected by quota system.  Franz Josef accepted proposal of “dual solution” where Austrian Germans and Hungarian Magyars would be equal partners in ruling the empire.  1866.  

Ausgleich – approved in 1867.  “leveling” or “evening out” of the Austrian and Hungarian portions of the empire.  Now “Dual Monarchy.”  Linked by person of the monarch who was emperor in Austria and king in Hungary as well as three joint ministries (foreign affairs, armed forces, and treasuries.)  1867 government issued full civil rights to all subjects regardless of nationality or religion.  1871 proposal to even Czechs like Hungarians, but it did not work.

Pan-Slavism – first Pan-Slav congress led by Frantisek Palacky confined to Slavs under Austrian rule and was anti-Russian.

Crimean War – March 1854.  Russia versus Britain, France, Turkey, and Piedmont.  Crimean peninsula and seized chief Russian port of Sebastopol in September 1855.  Treaty of Paris in 1856 reduced Russia’s influence.

Tsar Alexander II – 1855-1881.  Reforms to increase the participation of society in the country’s public life.  1864 organs of local self-rule.  (municipal councils and zemstva.)  Court reform in 1864 irremovable judges and trial by jury.  Army recruitment procedure reformed 1874 draft quotas replaced by compulsory military service for all citizens.  

Freedom of the Serfs – The Emancipation Edict 1861.  Freed serfs and gave all peasants basic civil rights.  Also gave land, landlords got bonds for lost land which peasants paid over forty-nine years.  Land to village communes not peasants directly.  

Ottoman Empire in decline – Greek rebellion from 1821 for a decade and cede independence.  1830s lost power over Egypt.  Russia 1830s established virtual protectorate over the empire. Mahmud II 1808-1839 called Turkish Peter the Great introduced Western military practices, Western schools, and Western dress for state officials.  

“Sick Man of Europe

Tanzimat Movement – after Mahmud’s death.  In 1839 Ottoman government proclaimed the equality of its subjects.  Creat Ottoman nationality and neutralize national sentiment among the non-Turkish citizens.  1856 issued a far-reaching general reform edict to give Christian subjects civil rights and access to army and civil service.
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  1815-1898.  Realpolitik practitioner.  1862-1890.  Tiran = dog.  Favorite author being Sir Walter Scott.  Insomniac.  German unification, the 2nd Reich, emerged as most formidable European power.  Kulturkampf.  Illegally collected taxes by repressing rights of Catholics and socialists.
