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Russian

Tolstoy -- 1828-1910.  War and Peace (1865-1869).  Anna Karenina (1875-77).  He felt that he was God’s elder brother and prostitution one of few honorable callings for women.

Dostoevsky – 1821-81.  Slavophile.  Humanity could only be purified through suffering.  Crime and Punishment, The Idiot, The Brothers Karamazov.  1849 sent to Siberia for 4 years.

Turgenev – 1818-83.  Fathers and Son.  Conservative older generation vs. younger radical nihilism generation.

Chekhov – 1860-1904.  life of pre-Revolutionary Russia.  Uncle Vanya, The Cherry Orchard, The Three Sisters.  Konstantitne Stanislavsky (1863-1938) staged his works.

French

Flaubert – 1821-80.  Madame Bovary first literary realism.  Adultery of wife of small town doctor( the book).  

France—1844-1924.  satirized.  Anti everything.  Penguin Island 1908 and The Revolt of the Angles 1914.
Zola – 1840-1902.  Nana 1880 social problems of industrial society.  Germinal 1885 prostitution.  J’Accuse pointed at Dreyfus Trial.

Scandinavia
Ibsen – 1828-1906.  attacked values of bourgeois society, wanted assertive individualism.  A Doll’s House supported women’s rights.  An Enemy of the People town against a physician who found spa that was contaminated.  Stroke kills.

England


Thackeray and Vanity Fair
Dickens – 1812-70.  Worked in factory at 10.  Oliver Twist1838, David Copperfield 1850, Hard Times 1854, A Christmas Carol.  Critical of bourgeoisie.  Hardships during first generation of industrial revolution.

Hardy – 1840-1928.  realistic without Dickens’ sentimentality.  The Return of the Native 1878.  The Mayor of Casterbridge 1886.  Tess of the D’Urbervilles 1891, Jude the Obscure 1895.  Human beings victims of fate.
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The French Revolution

-- Enlightenment and class resentments. – moderate to radical to authoritanism.  – liberty, equality, fraternity.  Napoleon 1799-1815.  – new order at Congress of Vienna , lasted till WWI. – new industrial order raised middle class.

Revolutions of 1830

-- liberal vs. conservative – overthrew Charles X and put Louis Philippe “The Citizen King” – Created Kingdom of Belgium and a Polish revolution crushed by Russians.  Liberals grew in 1830-48.

Revolutions of 1848

-- Against Conservative Regimes, Metternich flees, Louis Philippe flees.  – Revolution Rome, Paris, Vienna, Budapest, Berlin, Prague, etc..  – growing conservatism.  Russians help Austrias subdue Slavic and Hungarian subjects.  Napoleon III first President then emperor.

Industrial Revolution

-- Great Britain first. – 1. Growth of Commerce, 2. Development of Capialism. 3. Unique Geographic and political conditions. 4. Improved Technology.  – To America then to Western Europe after Napoleonic Europe.  Then to Eastern Europe at end of 19th century.  – Aristocracy lost stranglehold and wealthy capitalist gain.  – From farm to factory, social rhythms to grinding and impersonal poverty. “Age of Progress” 

Great Britain – 

-- Luddites 1811 suppressed by  Government. – 1815-1820 repression of dissidents. – 1802s help liberal revolts in Greece and Belgium.  Tories gave reforms.
Reform Movements – 1832 1st Reform Bill re-apportioned representation in the House of Commons. 1833 Factory Act.  -- Chartist movement from 1838 -1848 wanted universal male suffrage, secret ballot, public education for all classes.  –1867 Tories under Benjamin Disraeli passed 2nd Reform Bill – male suffrage to city dwellers.  1884 – whigs grant universal manhood suffrage.  –1906 Labor party in place and Britain guaranteed all citizens a decent standard of living.

ISMs

Conservatism – keep old social and political order.  – led by Metternich.  Oppose all change.  Edmund Burke’s Reflections on Revolution in France helped them.

Liberalism – power to new capitalists.

Radicalism—dissastisfaction with existing structure. – socialism – communism – anarchism – syndicalism (advocated violent workers’ strikes) 

Romanticism  -- escape to another world.. – orient, polar regions, Middle Ages. – hate ugly Industrial Order – politically Conservative. – bizarre and fantastic (Frankenstein and The Nose)

Humanitarianism – Christian response to evils of 19th century. – numerous Catholic religious orders to help poor and get education and mission work.  – evangelical Protestants – social reform esp. groups like Foreign Mission Boards and Salvation Army.

Nationalism – new sense people are nation.  Begin in France during French Revolution.  
Volkgeist – Germany.  Ideas of Herder “The Volkgeist” – spirit of the people

Germany – John Fichte and Addresses to the German Nation.  Grimm Brothers and German folk literature.
Italy  -- Vincenzo Gioberti founds Young Italy and movement of Risorgimento to get out foreign rulers.  

Ausgleich  -- Hungarian Nationalism guaranteed by Ausgleich of 1867 which created dual monarchy Austra-Hungary.

Frustrated Lands – Ireland and Poland

Imperialism-- -by 1870 creation of Germany and Italy settled Europe. – wanted materials and the “white man’s burden” idea. – most of Africa except Liberia and Ethiopia.

19th Century Russia – Peter the Great – Windows to the West.  – Catherine the Great – Parittions of Poland.  – Tsar Alexander I 1801-25 signed treaty of Tilsit with Napoleon in 1807 and divided Europe between them.  – Tsar Nicolas I 1825-55 crushed revolts everywhere.  In Crimean War he got involved.  They were stopped from dismembering Ottoman Empire.  – Tsar Alexander II 1855-81 Emancipation of the Serfs freed serfs in 1861.  – target of “tsar hunt” or  “kill a tsar game” assassinated in 1881.  

The Belle Epoque – 1870-1914. – era of proud states. – German most powerful on Continent.  3rd Republic world of turmoil and nice art. Britain dominated.  Russia got bigger.  Alliances everywhere ending in Triple Alliance and Triple Entente.  Era of façade of European civilization.  Millions of Europeans emigrated to America for real life instead of one for the aristocracy and the bourgeoisie.
