Anne Bonny
Born Anne Cormac in 1697, she was the result of an affair of a housemaid and her employer, a lawyer.  Mother, Mary Brennan, and father William Cormac ran off to Charleston S.C. when the wife found out.  

There they owned a plantation.  

She married James Bonny, her father was repulsed by him and so lost her spot on the plantation and inheritance.

With no fortune to inherit, they went to the West Indies for jobs.
In New Providence she met Jack Rackham.  They took away together on a ship, she dressed as a man.  Then she became pregnant so she went to Cuba where her pregnancy was seen through.  After the baby was born she and Jack went back to sea.

In 1720 Captain Burnet captured her and put her on trial.  She was tried on St. Jago de la Vega.  Asked why she shouldn’t be punished with death, she said she was pregnant.  She stayed in prison until the baby was born, then given reprieves from time to time.  She then disappeared.
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
