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1.  After the twins, Pierrot and Jackson, ran-away because they did not like the current situation they were forced to live in, Lola ran-away, too.  Everybody went out to search for them.  Leon went with Cecilia, Emily stayed home, and Briony, Robbie, and Paul Marshall went by themselves to look for the twins.  Briony was still under the impression that Robbie was forcing himself on her acting like a “monster.”  Also, she was insulted at the dinner table by a comment that Robbie had made to her.  With all of this looming in her mind, she was under the impression that Robbie would be out looming and looking to commit evil deeds.  Briony came to an area where she found Lola by herself crying.  Lola was in a state of shock because she had supposedly been raped.  Even though Briony did not clearly see the perpetrator, she already concluded it had to be Robbie.  So it was with this preset conclusion that Robbie was the perpetrator.  When the authorities came to ask the questions, Briony took the lead and answered all the questions, stating that she saw Robbie, without a doubt.

2.  He ended up in the army after he was sent to Wadsworth prison.  After many letters back and forth with Cecilia, Robbie was able to meet with her before he left for France. He dreamed of the last time that he spoke to Cecilia.  It involved Cecilia running to talk to Robbie telling him that she believed him and that she would wait for him.  This dream occurs at Surrey.
3.  Briony learns from her father’s letter that Lola and Paul Marshall, the man who owned Amos chocolate, are to be wed.  So, she decides to switch days with Fiona so that she could sit in on the wedding.  At the moment the vicar says “if any man can show just cause, why they may not lawfully be joined together?” she thinks about standing up and telling them that she was mistaken and that Paul was the perpetrator.  At the end of part three, Briony goes to Cecilia’s address where she has a meeting with Cecilia and Robbie.  She tells the two that she had lied and mistook a man that was the same height as Robbie to be Robbie.  So for penance, she agrees to write to Surrey about her ignorance and to go to a lawyer to make an official statement about her lie.  We find that Lola and Paul are still married and that they are patronizing a museum.
4.  Briony was diagnosed with a disease that is like Alzheimer’s but to a lesser degree.  It is called vascular dementia.  She then writes that Robbie Turner died in 1940 of septicemia in the Bray Dunes and Cecilia died a couple of months later by a bomb.  The publication was delayed because the editors said it would only be damaging to Briony and not to the Marshalls who had power and influence.  The author would be discredited, especially since she was a woman.  Lola and Paul still were alive in 1999 so she could not publish it.  Briony hoped that people would be happy after reading it, but also as atonement for her actions.  The book will be published after the deaths of both Lola and Paul.
5.  It was very childish of McEwan to write the ending the way he did.  Not only does it not compromise the trust with the author, but it also gives the sense that the author wanted to seem unique with such an ending, so that if the meat of the book was not good, at least the ending would be controversial.  Even with the disappointing ending, it seemed to be more disappointing than shocking, I did learn to be wary of all narrators and not make quick judgments.
