From early 1690s

Corsairs sailing from Saint Mary’s hold the record the richest hauls by any pirates. IX, Rogozinksi
Henry Every in 1695 captured an Indian warship with valuables valued at 200 million dollars in modern currency.

In 1721 John Taylor and Oliver La Buse too a Portuguese carrack full of valuables worth more than 400 million dollars in modern currency.

Ships from Saint Mary’s captured more money than Caribbean buccaneers.  

Not a single pirate was ever captured at sea (IX)

St. Mary's was first claimed around 1691 trading post by Adam Baldridge

He was elevated to the status of a king, living in his hilltop mansion and fort, and in time there were as many as 1500 others who had come to live at St. Mary's. Baldridge found it best to leave in 1697 after upsetting the natives over his slave trading practices, and his kingdom was sold to Edward Welch.
It was the first island the French wanted after returning to Madagascar during the 1750s.  Great place for supply depot.

Island is 35 by 10 miles.  15 miles from Madagascar.
